Regulations for accepting scholarship students
Ministry of Education - the State of Kuwait

Religious Education - Secondary Level

Please consider the following rules and principles when nominating
students, in order to facilitate their admission and registration
procedures :

First: Admission requirements:-

I. Student’s age ranges between 13-15 years old on the first of October
of the year in which he/she is nominated.

2. Student must have completed 6-8 years of regular schooling with
distinction and obtained the preparatory certificate and its level.

3. Student must have studied Arabic, English or French for
approximately four years.

4. Information contained in each certificate must match to the birth
certificate. also student's personal data, and his/her passport, must
represent student's real age.

5. The student must be of good conduct and has no prior history and
behavioral violations, and must obtain a recommendation from his
government or from one of the charitable organizations or associations
approved in his country.

6. Student must hold a medical certificate from one of the approved
hospitals in his/her country, proving that he/she is free of infectious
discases determined by the Ministry of Health, and that he/she does not
have any physical disability in order that the student will pass the
medical examination test in the State of Kuwait.

7. Nominated student must not have dropped his/her study for more
than one academic year, and must not have been dismissed from any
study program in another countries for academic, behavioral or sick
reasons.

8. Student must not have previously applied for any scholarship to
study in Kuwait.

9. Student may not be accepted if he/she or one of the parents is present
m the State of Kuwait.

10. Student must be a holder of the 'nationality and passport of his/her
country’ where the nomination is made. If not the committee will not
consider such travel documents. o |

Second: Required official documents:-

1. Fill out the scholarship application form prepared by the Kuwaiti
National Committee for Education, Science and Culture.

2. The last three academic certificates obtained by the student must be
certified as “true copies”.

3. A certified copy of the original birth certificate.

4. Certificate of infectious discases free (AIDS - hepatitis B / C -
pulmonary tuberculosis - syphilis - leprosy and others) and a proof of
health condition and physical fitness for study.

5. A copy of student's passport (including initial data-and passport
validity).

6. Ten recent colored photographs, 4 x 6 ¢cm 1n size.
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Third: Required academic certificates:-

1. Academic certificates must be in a well-known language such as
Arabic, English or French. Such certificates are in another
languages, an authenticated Arabic or English translation must be
attached as a “true copy” of the original certificates. |

2. Such authentic academic certificates must be in original copies, and
must be certified and approved by the official authorities in the
student's country.

3. Education certificates should indicate the grade that the student has
successfully completed. Failure certificates are not accepted.

4. Each certificate must bear the seal of the school where the certificate
is issued by (Also name and signature of the official).

5. The authenticity -of the seal and signature must be ratified by the
Ministry of Education and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in the issuing
country, as well as by the Embassy of the State of Kuwait (whenever
possible).

6. Such certificate should not contain any scraping, alteration or
modification.

7. Applications which are not complete in data or lack of the extended
documents are considered void.

Fourth: Studies available in the State of Kuwait at the religious
level:-

1. An examination to determine the academic placement of students
shall be conducted upon their arrival in the State of Kuwait.

2. Students will be given fundamental language lessons for those in
need.

Fifth: Accepting and recruiting procedures for new students:

1. The Kuwaiti National Committee for Education, Science and Culture
is not obligated to accept any student whose circumstances enable
him/her to come to the State of Kuwait at his/her own expense, unless
the committee summons him/her, as the nomination does not
necessarily mean acceptance of that student.

2. The Kuwaiti Committee for Education, Science and Culture, upon
its acceptance of a student, will notify the nominating party at the
address indicated in the scholarship application form and sends the
student a travel ticket to the capital of his/her country along with entry
visa to the State of Kuwait for ratification by the Embassy of the State
of Kuwait in a country, if any possible.-

3. The accepled student must be present in the State of Kuwail during
the period from 25/8 to 15/9.

4. When there is a doubt on the validity of the student’s age stated in
the birth certificate, student will be referred to the General Medical
Council to determine his/her age, and in the event of a difference in the
student’s age from what was stated in the birth certificate, student shall
be returned to his/her homeland with the expense of the party that
nominated him/her, while depriving it of allocating any grants for its
candidates within scholarships in the year they meet and this applies to
other data.

Sixth: The assistance provided to the scholarship student in the
State of Kuwait:-

1. The Kuwaiti National Committee for Education, Science and Culture
will send a ticket for the arrival of the new student.

2. Student is granted an annual round-trip ticket operate by Kuwait
Airways to the capital of his/her country or the nearest airport to his/her
country if an airline is available. The student may not change his/her
reserved travel route without the approval of the Kuwaiti National
Committee for Education, Science and Culture.

3. The accepted student shall be provided with housing, food,
transportation, and medical treatment at the hospitals of the State of
Kuwait, according to the regulations enforced by the Ministry of
Health.

4. Each student is given a monthly petty cash, an annual clothing
allowance, and stationery expenses.

Seventh: General rules:-

1. The scholarship is for the secondary level (religious education) only
as long as the student succeeds in his studies and abides by the
regulations.

2. Student, regardless of the circumstances, is not allowed to work in
the State of Kuwait during the period of his/her grant, and such
residence may not be transferred to any other purpose, otherwise the
grant will be terminated immediately.” The Student may not engage in
any political, partisan or religious activity and branch out entirely to
study.

3. Scholarship applicant must leave the country as soon as he/she is
expelled from his/her studies after the expiry of the scholarship.

4. Student shall be expelled from the study if he/she does not abide by
the applicable regulations, commits behavioral or moral violations,
fails his/her studies repeatedly, is absent, gives excuses for special
~circumstances that are not convincing, or suffers from contagious
discases (as stated in Paragraph 4 of Clause II).
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5. New scholarships are announced in January of each year until the
end of June, and no applications will be accepted after that.

6. The General Secretariat of the Kuwait National Committee for
Education, Science and Culture considers each case in order to make
appropriate decision to accept the student's nomination for the
scholarship. |

7. The General Secretariat of the Kuwait National Committee for
Education, Science and Culture has the rights to propose and amend
financial regulations, exchange categories, and penal regulations for
scholarship students. : |

8. The National Committee has the rights to terminate student’s
scholarship if his/her academic level significantly drops through his/her
academic average, and this should be accompanied by a survey of
school opinions in various subjects and a behavioral report, and this is
according to the Kuwaiti National Committee for Education, Science
and Culture.

9. A student who refuse to take exams based on a school decision for
repeated absences, the possibility of scholarship termination will be
considered by the Kuwait National Committee for Education, Science
and Culture.

10. If student is absent from the official start of the academic year for
15 consecutive days, he/she will be deprived of the scholarship unless
he presents an official excuse stating the reason for his delay and is
considered by the Kuwaiti National Committee for Education, Science
and Culture.
